2. Place the shredder securely on top of the waste basket. Be sure not to allow your fingers to 
get between the basket and the shredder as you are placing the shredder in place. 
 

3. Plug the power cord into any standard 120 volt AC outlet.

The Main Switch and POWER (OVERHEAT) LED are located on the top of the shredder.   The 
Main Switch has three (3)

2. REV is used to assist in the removal of a paper jam, which reverses the shredder process 

prior to a completed cycle, thus clearing the ers. 
 

3. OFF is used to terminate the power to the shredder. The mode is recommended when 
emptying the wastebasket or when the shredder is not in use for a prolonged period of 

  
 
Shredder capacity: 
 
C156-C will shred eight (8) sheets of A4 size 75g/m2 paper, a CD/DVD or credit card at once and 
will accept paper width  up to 220mm. When shredding small material like envelopes or 
receipts, insert them through the middle of the feed opening.
