Models without factory threaded inserts in body
panel:

a. Select (1) 83mm Bolt Plate. Insert the threads of
the Bolt Plate into the large hole and out the
Front hex shaped hole in the rocker panel, (Fig
2).

b. Thread (1) 8mm Plastic Retainer onto the
threaded end and down tight against the body
panel, (Fig 2). NOTE: The Plastic Retainer is
designed to keep the Bolt Plate from falling into
the body panel and to aid in Bracket

installation.
