(1) Vehicles with open mounting location:

a. Insert (1) 20mm Nut Plate into the large
square opening in the floor panel. Line up

a. Select the Driver/Left Front Mounting
Bracket. Attach the Bracket to the front
mounting location (Fig 4) with (1) 8mm
Hex Bolt, (1) 8mm Lock Washer and (1)
8mm Flat Washer, (Fig 5). Do not tighten

Select the Driver/Left Running Board. NOTE: The
Driver/Left Running Board will have a “18-L” on
the front. Attach the Running Board to the
Mounting Brackets with (4) 8mm Combo Bolts,
(Fig 11). IMPORTANT: Do not slide Running
Board on the Mounting Bracket cradles, or
damage to the finish may result. Do not tighten
hardware.

Level and adjust the Running Board and tighten
all hardware.

Repeat Steps 2—7 to attach Passenger/Right
Running Board.

Do periodic inspections to the installation to
make sure that all hardware is secure and
tight.
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
