Material: Manufactured from 5/32" mild steel plating and 2"x0.120" tubing.

Finish: Two stage finish using E-Coat pre-coating and high-grade textured black
powder coating for long lasting corrosion resistance.

D-rings capacity: 2.75t.

Winch location supports up to 12,000 Ibs winch.

Application: The front bumper is specifically designed for using on 2007-2018 Jeep
Wrangler JK models.

Installation Guides:

STEP 1: Remove OE bumper
1) Remove the plastic cover at the bottom of the Jeep. Using panel clip pliers or a
flat screwdriver, remove the 4 plastic fasteners along the top front of the plastic

cover and the 2 behind it.

2) Detach the fog light connectors that connect to the fog lights to the bumper and

remove the fog light.

3) Using a 19mm socket & ratchet, remove the 8 nuts on the bumper that connected

to the frame (4 on each side of the frame).

4) Remove the upper plastic cover. Using a Phillips screwdriver, remove the

2 plastic screw clips along the top of the plastic cover.

STEP 2: Install the new bumper
1) Removing fog lights on OE factory bumper

There are 4 csrews secured one fog light on OE factory bumper. Using Philips

screwdriver remove OE fog light and set fog lights aside to be mounted at a later time.

2) Install OE fog lights on new bumper
Using a Philips screwdriver and the screwdriver and the screws and nuts, install both

foglights on new bumper as shown below.

3) There are 3 threaded bolts and 1 threaded insert on each side. Slide the 6 bolts

on the bumper into the mounting holes where the original bumper was removed from.

Then attach with a flat washer, spring washer and nut for each bolt.

4) Put the spring washers and flat washers on the M12 Hex screws, then slide the

5) screws into the threaded insert. Tighten the nuts and screws.

6) Connect the fog light harnsses with the battery.
7) Install the D-rings.

1) Please pay attention to avoiding the wires been stuck during the installation.
