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SET UP THE FEEDER

Assembly and Prepare for Setting

1. Connect Power

1) Plug the 5V power adapter into a power socket and the USB
cable into the USB port on the back of the feeder.

2) The LED display will light up automatically to indicate the
feeder is on.

3) Open the battery compartment at the bottom of the feeder.
Install three alkaline D batteries (not included) in case of a
power outage. Make sure the batteries match the positive and
negative poles with the markings in the compartment.

Notes:

* Batteries are not included.

* To avoid sudden power outage and the feeding of your pet
is affected, do not use the batteries as the only source to
power the feeder, the batteries can only be used as an
emergency plan.

» To avoid battery leakage, remove the batteries if the device
won’t be in use for a period of time.

The washable parts are as follows: lid, food tank, tank base,
stainless steel bowl, and bowl holder.

Clean other parts with a dry cloth.

Before removing the food tank, be sure the food tank is empty
in case of food spilling all over.
