How To Use Keyboard Hot Keys:

1. Hit ScrollLock key twice within 2 seconds, the buzzer will beep
once when [Scroll Lock] is pressed the second time .

2. After step 1 enter following hot key commands within 3 seconds,
the KVM will execute the corresponding commands.

If no [Scroll Lock] key on your keyboard or the [Scroll Lock] key is
used for other functionality, you can take [Right-Ctrl] hotkey instead
of [Scroll Lock] key by below two methods:

Method 1: Turn on the KVM, 10 seconds later, press the front panel
button ‘Select’ until you hear the buzzer is beeping, then
restart the KVM.

Method 2: Press the buttons [Scroll Lock]+[Scroll Lock]+[F1], the
functions of [Scroll Lock] will be changed to [Right-Citrl]
Or, press the buttons [Right-Ctrl]+[Right-Ctrl]+[F 1], the
function of [Right-Ctrl] will be changed to [Scroll Lock]
