4.2 Stop cooking
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Note: The power adjustment mode will change the total power of the 
induction hob, under the premise of the rated voltage remains unchanged, the 
current will also change after changing the power, but once exceed the carrying 
load of line current then may cause tripping, line burning, fire and other risks, please 
use with caution.
