Keep the work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.
Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of �ammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes. 
Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool.  Distractions can cause you to
lose control. 

2) Electrical safety
Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any 
adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodi�ed plugs and matching outlets
will reduce risk of electric shock.   
Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators.  There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.
Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will increase
the risk of electric shock.

4) Power tool use and care
Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The correct power
tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed.  
Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and o�. Any power tool that cannot be 
controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.  
Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power tool before
making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.
Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons unfamiliar with the 
power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the 
hands of untrained users.   
Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage of parts and 
any other condition that may a�ect the power tool’s operation. If damaged, have the power tool 
repaired before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained power tools.

5) Battery tool use and care
Recharge only with the charger speci�ed by the manufacturer. A charger that is suitable for one 
type of battery pack may create a risk of �re when used with another battery pack.

Vibration level
The vibration emission level stated in this instruction manual has been measured. It may be used to
compare one tool with another and as a preliminary assessment of exposure to vibration when using
the tool for the applications mentioned.

Before any work on the power tool, remove the battery. 

The battery must be charged before �rst use. 

DESCRIPTION
The numbers in the text refer to the diagrams on page 10-11. 
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Inserting the battery into the machine (Fig. C)

Ensure that the exterior of the battery is clean and dry before connecting to the charger or
machine. 

Insert the battery (7) into the base of the machine as shown in Fig. C.
Push the battery further forward until it clicks into place.

Removing the battery from the machine (Fig. C)

Push the battery unlock button (8).
Pull the battery out of the machine as shown in Fig. C.

Checking the battery charging status (Fig. D)

• To check the battery charge status, push the button (9) on battery shortly. 
• The battery has 3 lights indicating the charge level, the more lights that burn, the more charge 

the battery has left.
• When the lights are not burning it means the battery is empty and must be charged immediately.

Charging the battery with the charger (Fig. D)

Take the battery (7) o� from the machine.
Turn the battery (7) to upside down position and slide it onto the charger (11) as shown in Fig. D. 
Push the battery until it is fully pushed into the slot. 
Plug the charger plug into an electrical outlet and wait for a while. The LED indicators on the
 charger (12) will lighten up and show the charger status. 
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The charger has 2 LED indicators (12) which indicate the status of the charging process:

• Fully charging the 2Ah battery may take up to 60 minutes. 
• Fully charging the 4Ah battery may take up to 120 minutes.

After the battery is fully charged remove the charger plug from the outlet and remove the battery 
from the charger.

When the machine is not being used over a longer period of time it is best to store the battery 
in charged condition.  

Removing and mounting accessories (�g. B)

Worn or damaged accessories must be replaced immediately. 

Only use sharp and undamaged accessories.

• Release the quick change lever (5) and slide the accessory forward to remove from the holder. 

• Slide the accessory in the holder and fasten the quick change lever (5). 

The sanding pad and the sanding paper must be used for sanding applications. 
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OPERATION

MAINTENANCE
Before cleaning and maintenance, always switch o� the machine and remove the battery 
pack from the machine.  

Clean the machine casings regularly with a soft cloth, preferably after each use. Make sure that the
ventilation openings are free of dust and dirt. Remove very persistent dirt using a soft cloth moist-
ened with soapsuds. Do not use any solvents such as gasoline, alcohol, ammonia, etc. Chemicals 
such as these will damage the synthetic components. 
 

Switching on and o� (fig. A)

• To switch on the machine, slide the on/o� switch (1) to the front.
• To switch o� the machine, slide the on/o� switch (1) to the rear. 

Setting the speed (fig. A)
The speed adjustment wheel is used for setting the speed. The speed adjustment wheel can be set
to 6 positions. The ideal speed depends on the application and on the material to be worked.  

Do not set the speed during use.

• Turn the speed adjustment wheel (2) to the required position. 

Hints for optimum use

• Clamp the workpiece. Use a clamping device for small workpieces. 
• Draw a line to define the direction in which to guide the accessory.
• Firmly hold the machine by the grip.
• Switch on the machine.

• Wait until the machine has reached full speed.
• Place the accessory on the workpiece.
• Slowly move the machine along the pre-drawn line, �rmly pressing the accessory against the

workpiece.  
• Do not apply too much pressure on the machine. Let the machine do the work. 
• Switch o� the machine and wait for the machine to come to a complete standstill before putting

the machine down.
