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DOCYKE use specification:
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Check frequently if all parts are still firmly tightened and function
properly.
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Never exceed the maximum weight and assembly force(15nm).You can find the
maximum weight for every specific ride in our manual.
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Avoid streets and Excessive exposure to sunlight ,water, sand, gravel, and
other debris that will shorten the life of the docyke
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Avoid sharp bumps, drainage grates and sudden surface changes. Ride on smooth,
paved surfaces.
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Before assembly, present a choking hazard to children under the age of three
Care should be taken during unpacking and assembly to insure that all small
parts and plastic bags are accounted for and kept out of the reach of
children.
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Dirt, leaves, and other debris can damage, shrink, expand or weaken docyke
parts. Keep your ride in a dry environment.
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Most of the docyke’ s components are specially designed, please do not mix
with similar parts on the market
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Check the air pressure in the tires to max 1. 8bar
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Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry. Keep your hair,
clothing and gloves away from moving parts. Avoid caught in moving parts
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Use personal protective equipment. Always wear protective equipment such as
non—-skid safety shoes, hard hat etc.
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Disconnect the battery pack from the DOCYKE before making any adjustments,
changing accessories, or storing DOCYKE.

The other can beinstalled in
0°, 10°, 20°,30°, etc.
