The steps to turn on USB debugging vary from different models of Android devices.

You may check it from internet. We take Samsung Galaxy S8+ as example:

1. Go to setting, then tap About->Software Information->Build number

2. Repeatedly tap Build number for several times until it shows Developer mode is turned on
3. Go back to settings, you will find Develop option. Tap it into Develop option

4. Find USB debugging option and enable it
