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Fixture Wiring

Note: Fixture Driver provides 0-10V dimming output for aftermarket

controls. As shown in Figure A.

1. Connect wiring per the wiring diagram and standard wiring

practices.
2. If 0-10V wiring is not used, make sure wires are capped.

3. Turn off electrical power at fuse or circuit breaker box before wiring

fixture to the power supply.

KNUCKLE MOUNT

. The knuckle is the factory bracket of lamps, users can be
modified on the basis of the corresponding accessories, the knuckle
mount does not provide installation

. The knuckle mount applies to 60W installations.

KNUCKLE +ARTICULATION MOUNT

. The knuckle articulation mount applies to FEOW installations.

. Thread Mounting Plate (3) onto Knuckle (2) and tighten locknut
to secure or thread knuckle into a 1/2 NPS hole in a compatible
mounting apparatus. Note: Seal arm thread using Teflon tape or
silicone sealant. Refer to wiring instructions for power connection.

. Use mounting screws (4) to secure Mounting plate to junction
box.

. To adjust the tilt angle of the fixture, loosen the 1/4-20 Socket
Cap Screw in the Knuckle with a 3/16 Allen wrench, rotate fixture to
the desired angle and re-tighten screw to min. 2.2ft-lbs(3Nm) to max.
2.5ft-Ibs (3.5Nm).See Figure B.

. To ensure weatherproof seal, apply weatherproof silicone
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sealant around the edge of the junction box (not supplied). This is

especially important with an uneven wall surface.

YOKE MOUNT

. The Yoke mount applies to all power installations.

. 1: The following steps are for 60W lamps

. (@If Yoke mount is desired, remove Knuckle and install Yoke.

. (@To install Yoke mount

. (3)Remove Knuckle from Fixture using 3/16” Allen wrench to
remove two 1/2” 1/4-20 Socket Cap Screws and pull Knuckle gently off
cord.

. @Thread cord through center hole in upper section of Yoke (6).
. ® Secure Yoke to housing with Socket Cap Screws removed
earlier.

. @Tighten to min. 2.2ft-lbs (3Nm) to max. 2.5ft-lbs (3.5Nm)
Mount fixture to the desired bracketry with 10#-24 bolts, lock washer,

and nut (not provided).

. @To adjust the tilt angle of the fixture, use 3/16” Allen wrench
to loosen the 1/4-20” Socket Cap screws on both sides of the yoke.
While holding weight of fixture, use a 9/64” cross screwdriver  #8-32
Cross Recessed Pan Head Machine Screws, adjust to desired angle and
reinstall set screw in appropriate matching hole. Re-tighten screws to
min. 2.2ft-Ibs (3Nm) to max. 2.5ft-lbs (3.5Nm) to secure. See Figure C.
. 2: The following steps are for 200W, 450W lamps.

. @If Yoke mount is desired, remove slip fitter and install Yoke.

. (@To install Yoke mount.

. @Remove slip fitter from Fixture using M8\M12” Allen wrench
to remove four M8 one M12 Socket Cap Screws and pull Knuckle
gently off cord.

. @Thread cord through center hole in upper section of Yoke (6).
. (B)Secure Yoke to housing with Socket Cap Screws removed
earlier.

. (®)Tighten to min. 5.9ft-Ibs (8Nm) to max. 6.4ft-Ibs (8.5Nm)

Mount fixture to the desired bracketry with M8 bolts, lock washer, and

nut (not provided). See Figure C for template of yoke bracket hole
pattern.

. @To adjust the tilt angle of the fixture, use adjustable wrench
and Allen wrench to loosen the M8” Socket Cap screws on both sides
of the yoke. While holding weight of fixture, use a M8” Allen wrench,
adjust to desired angle and reinstall set screw in appropriate matching
hole. Re-tighten screws to min. 5.9ft-lbs (8Nm) to max. 6.4ft-lbs

(8.5Nm) to secure. See Figure C.

KNUCKLE +PLUG MOUNT

. The knuckle plug mount applies to 60W installations.

. Thread Spike (7) onto Knuckle (2) and tighten locknut to secure
or thread knuckle into a 1/2 NPS hole in a compatible mounting
apparatus. Note: Seal arm thread using Teflon tape or silicone sealant.
Refer to wiring instructions for power connection.

. To adjust the tilt angle of the fixture, loosen the 1/4-20 Socket
Cap Screw in the Knuckle with a 3/16 Allen wrench, rotate fixture to

the desired angle and re-tighten screw to min. 2.2ft-lbs(3Nm) to max.
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2.5ft-lbs (3.5Nm).See Figure D.

SLIP FITTER MOUNT

. Insert the lamp body into the lamp pole, and then use the M8
hex wrench to screw the four M8 screws (with a nut) into the rotary
arm to tighten and secure it. As shown in Figure E.

. The knuckle articulation mount applies to 200W, 450W
